Every

butterfly, stick, bird, is a miracle that any healthy puppy is going to want to check out. To ask a

puppy to maintain a precise position is possible but in my opinion not reasonable. That is not to

say that a young dog should be allowed to wander aimlessly without regard to its handler at all.

That would be unnatural as parental and/or pack supervision would normally safeguard a

puppy’'s exploration in a more feral setting.

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Equipment
Leashes and collars are essentially used to act as leverage. A dog that is faster, stronger and/or
more agile then its handler wil/]l remain untra

H e rs what you need to teach your dog to heel and come:
1. Collar/Harness
2. Rope
3.A clasp to a tie to the rope so you can cl
4. Aleash
5. Gloves and long pants and boots
6. A safe place to teach.
Flat Buckle Collar
There are a lot of different collars and you might need something that gives you a little more
leverage but | usually just start off with a basic flat buckle collar.

Gloves and long pants and boots

I f you're not used to working with long
have them some boots that come up as high as your upper ankle. These are for keeping you
from getting friction burns if your dog gets a bit of momentum going before you can grip the
lead or it gets wrapped around your ankle which you do have to be careful of as well.
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A Safe Place to Teach
Viral exposure-for puppies that have not completed their inoculations is one consideration.
From the perspective of teaching to heel, avoid any highly trafficked areas, particularly those

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Dog Fights

A dog fight is an awful to watch but they do happen no matter how careful you might be (see

above) and there are a few things to keep in mind should your dog be involved in one. The first

is that most dog fights, no matter how bad they look and sound turn out to be more of an

argument with little or no injury. The energy expended is so great thatthey don ' t gener al

more then a minute and they’ re exhausted. The
a human receive were almost always received when they were trying to break up a dog fight.
Don’'t do it. When a arattofidofencdagainsntheirdog(ori nvol ved i

themselves) they lose all their fine motor skills. They get tunnel vision. Coordinated physical acts
other the most basic becomes nearly impossible. They might be able to swing something at the
aggr es s o rpretty mdch ittard endst weuld miss.

People reach in to grab a collar and get nail
afterwards and many go right into shock and are of no use to their dog. Some people try and
kick the dogs apart. Unless you are some sort of martial arts master and can keep your balance

when kicking don’'t do it. Many people | ose th
fight.

that the injuries sustained by a human breaking up a dog fight were intentional. Never the less a
dog biting another dog in the eyes of the law is quite different then when a dog bites a human,
even its owner, even accidentally.

If you live on a quiet street like | do with only the occasional pedestrian, dog walker, bicyclist
etc. you can usually start with the same exercise but in front of your house. Because my street is

When | first moved my neighbors had no idea what | did for a living so if they happened to look
out their window when | was doing long-line training like this with a dog someone had given me
to train they'd see me trotting down to
heading in the opposite direction a few second later and then back again, over and over. As they

didn’t know | was training the dog they
fellow. I always stuck with it though and by the end of the week | had every dog walking on a
loose leashatmys i d e . It wasn’'t | ong before | sa

same thing, ultimately with the same results. Whether training with or without distractions,
once you get out of your own back yard, | tell people that if they plan on a 30 minute walk and
they only make it to the end of the driveway because the dog keeps forging ahead and they
have to keep turning around they should do it. Stick to your guns. Trust me, slower is faster.

Our goal is to be able to take our dog pretty much anywhere and anywhere means distractions
like pedestrians, in-line skaters, skate boarders, bicyclists, squirrels, other dog walkers etc. What
most people do is work around these and they tighten up on the leash and transmit stress all
the way down ittothedog. What we’ re going to do is not
other distractions, we’'re going to seek
yard or on our street. By seeking those out we can usually create an environment a little more
conducive to our dog connecting the dots.

The two best two distractions to start with are people and other dogs. Of the two pick what
experience has told you will be easiest for your dog. Many dogs have a real hard time walking by

Other dogs are a super tough distraction for many dogs, eitherb ecause they’  re real

The

best place to teach this is near a dog park. Not everyone has access to these but if you do, you

can train your dog as far away from the dog park as you need initially to keep your dog

somewhat focused on you and build from there.

It is so worthwhile to actively seek out the distractions you will periodically encounter on the
street. Even when a dog is trained | still make a point of hitting these areas once in a while for a
refresher. The odd encounter on the street is just not enough to keep some dogs in tune. This is
particularly true for people with dogs that are dog-aggressive. You have to go back to your
training areas weekly to stay in tune. Consider them a doggy version of AA — Aggressive
